COURSE DESCRIPTION

This is a required class for graduation; therefore, hard work, participation, and the highest of expectations are demanded. Students will also be expected to master the concepts of exponential functions, quadratic functions, polynomials, power functions, and statistical analysis.

Scientific Calculators will only be provided if we need to use its higher level ability; however, they cannot be taken home.  If you need a calculator to complete a homework assignment, you will be expected to buy your own or to come in early/stay late to use one.         Homework will be given on a daily basis, with a few exceptions.  EVERY homework assignment is expected to be completed the following day.  All homework for the week will be collected on Tuesdays and Fridays.  Homework is graded based on effort and completion….not accuracy.  

Participation points will be given for working on activities and working the entire hour. It is expected that students take notes during warm-up and lecture time; these notes will be helpful for each student to study for their test and quizzes.  

Tests will be given at the end of each chapter/unit.  There will also be smaller quizzes in the middle of each chapter which will count for fewer points.  They will also sometimes include previous benchmarks outside of the unit.
Students will be allowed one retake per term however the retake must be completed within one week of receiving his/her score on the original quiz/test.
